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Seen from the back row of the chorus of Hello Dolly! and in the light of my own 

minimal performance ability, the principals of the show seem absolutely fantastic.  

Iôve spent much of my life admiring what real performers can do, and Brussels 

Light Opera Company has such a range of performing talent.  If you called on all 

the fine singers and actors in BLOC, you could do éé.. well, almost anything.  

That is what weôd like to think of our first 2012 production, Bloc on Broadway 5, 

CONTRASTS, which will run from 9-12 May 2012 in De Bosuil, and which will 

include concert extracts and scenes from Carmen, A Little Night Music, Our 

House and Beauty and the Beast.  If we can line up excellent soloists and a big 

chorus for those four, we will be living up to our wishful reputation. 

 

Meanwhile we have all the preparations for Hello Dolly! with principals as good as I mention above, an 

energetic chorus, and dance and period costume in plenty.  This will be a great show, and you should be 

booking your tickets now.  Brian Flynn, the lead man of the show is running the box office, but, for obvious 

reasons, we are passionate to find someone with time and efficiency to take over this hugely important job.

Flemish and English speaking pupils make contact through childrenôs songs in art exhibition and singing 

event  on Friday the 21th of October in GC de Bosuil in Jezus-Eik. 

Ten little ducks went out to playé Who doesnôt know this bright little song about the sad fate of a family 

of ducks and their anxious mother? But do you also know the Dutch-language counterpart?  

Childrenôs songs from all over the world often deal with the 

same subjects, in whatever language they are sung. 

 

So it is for Tien Kleine Visjes/Ten Little Ducks.  De Bosuil Community Centre and the international  

music group, Brussels Light Opera Company (BLOC) are working hand in hand on a friendly encounter 

on the subject of childrenôs songs.  Dutch-speaking and 

English-speaking students from Flemish and British  

primary schools in the region around de Bosuil will be 

together preparing an exhibition with their art work  

based on childrenôs songs, and the songs they have  

chosen will, of course, also be performed.  

  

The five participating schools are the British School of 

Brussels (Tervuren), St. Paulôs British Primary School

All the little Flemish and English-speaking singers and 

will meet in De Bosuil on Friday 21 October for a 

communal song festival and a press conference. The  

official opening of the exhibition will be at 15.30 in the 

patio of de Bosuil. Parents, friends and all lovers of art 

and music are welcome.  The public will be treated to a 

unique medley of Dutch-language and English-language 

childrenôs songs and even a surprise act! So please write 

down the date.
